1. International Events:
1.1 FIG International Judges' Courses (2017-2020 Cycle)

Our local judges had participated in a series of International Courses of different gymnastics disciplines. Our
Association was glad to host the Men’s Artistic Gymnastics [nternational Judges Courses in Hong Kong which
attracted 76 international judges from 18 countries to join, All of them had received updated rules and regulations
of the new cycle, Below table shows summary of courses attended:

2.1 Professional Development Programmes on “Learning and Teaching in the Bhsic Gymnastics”

The GAHK was invited by thi§ Physical Education Section of the Education Bureau to dopduct two identical
workshops on 15" February and 2'# March 2017. The course outlines included (i) learning and teaching in the
basic gymnastics skills; and (ii) introducing the theory and practice of the basic gymnastics skills and the related
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safety measures. The two workshops attracted lots of PE teachers from primary and secondary schools to join and
positive feedback was received.

2.4 Men’s Artistic Gymnastics International Judges Workshop
In order to prepare for the International Judges Course organized in Hong Kong, we invited Mr. HUANG Li-ping,
member of Men’s Artistic Gymnastics Technical Committee of the International Gymnastics Federation (FIG), to
conduct a workshop on revision of new cycle’s judging rules. Mr. HUANG also arranged a mock examination for
the participants which helped to increase the passing rates of local judges.

2.5 14" Inter Schools Aerobic Gymnastics Competition 2017
The event was held on 23 April 2017 at Wai Tsuen Sports Centre. The increasing number of participants
demonstrated the popularity of this sport and all of them enjoyed a lot in the competition.

2.6 Elementary Theory Course for Gymnastics Coaches [Ph3A]

The course was held from 29™ April to 3" June 2017 in Olympic House. A total of 18 gymnastics coaches
participated in this phase and they were taught the basic knowledge and theories of gymnastics training. Course
contents included updated status of gymnastics in Hong Kong, safety measures, elementary sport technology,
training principles and methods so on.
