至於個別運動項目比賽時所穿的衣著，因有其特別的物料及設計要求和國際單

項體育聯會的規定：如水上運動、馬術、單車及不同球類比賽等，有關比賽服

飾會因應不同需要，由運動員所屬的體育總會協調統籌，以確保符合國際奧委

會及國際單項體育聯會的要求，符合參賽規定，而港協暨奧委會並無加入額外

規定。 

 
港協暨奧委會明白社會大眾關注事件，現正全力提供協助。未來將會與各體育

總會就此問題商討，檢視是否需要就運動員比賽時的服飾制定要求及指引，以

便運動員能更專注比賽，為港爭光。

SF&OC’s Response to the in-competition dress code in International Competitions 
 
The Sports Federation and Olympic Committee of Hong Kong, China (SF&OC) noticed 
that there are some concerns about the in-competition dress code of team Hong Kong, 
China during the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games. Starting from 2011, FILA has been 
offering its support to SF&OC by becoming the Official Apparel Sponsor of the 
International multi-sports games, with the commitment to provide our athletes with 
ceremonial uniform and sportswear. Our athletes are required to wear the uniforms 
on different occasions, such as flag presentation ceremony, opening ceremony, awards 
presentation ceremony and meeting with press etc.  
 
For the sportswear in individual competitions, as different events will have their own 
adherence to design specifications, such as water sports, equestrian, cycling, and 
different ball games etc., the National Sports Associations (NSAs) will take charge of 
the coordination with the International Olympic Committee and International 
Federations, in order to make sure they are eligible in the events. SF&OC has no further 
regulations imposed on them. 
 
SF&OC is now providing all necessary assistance to the athlete concerned and will 
continue to work closely with all NSAs to monitor its development. In longer term, we 
will work together with NSAs to examine the need of setting a guideline on athletes’ 
dress code in competition. SF&OC hopes all athletes can stay focus on competitions to 
strive for their success in the international sports arena. 
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
