SF&OC farewell the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games Mainland Olympians delegation

The Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games Mainland Olympians delegation (the Delegation) visited Hong
Kong from 3 to 5 December. On the last day of their visit, the Delegation attended the Farewell
Luncheon hosted by the Sports Federation & Olympic Committee of Hong Kong, China (SF&OC) at
Kowloon Shangri-La, Hong Kong.

The Delegation includes 29 athletes and 3 coaches from 12 sports, including sprinter Mr. SU
Bingtian and Table tennis gold medalists Mr. MA Long. They had visited the Hong Kong Sports
Institute to exchange with Hong Kong athletes; participated in exchange and sharing sessions with
Hong Kong tertiary, secondary and primary students; staged sports demonstrations, as well as the
Mainland Olympians Variety Show during their stay, and attended the Lunch Reception before
leaving Hong Kong.

The distinguished guests of the Lunch Reception included The Hon Mrs. Carrie LAM CHENG Yuet-
ngor, GBM, GBS, The Chief Executive of the HKSAR, Ms. LU Xinning, Deputy Director of the Liaison
