Writing a New Chapter in Hong Kong’s History
with Badminton Rackets

With various injuries and other difficulties, Hong Kong
Badminton Mixed Doubles Duo, TANG Chun Man and TSE
Ying Suet, overcame the tough times with their athletic
tenacity. As for the future, they are now looking forward to
making a determined breakthrough in winning a medal at
the Paris 2024 Olympic Games.

TSE : None of this would have happened
without TANG

TSE Ying Suet describes her badminton partner,
TANG Chun Man, as talented, diligent and willing to listen
attentively. He gave her the motivation to work hard and
make progress together. She stressed,'Without him, none of
this would have happened.'

They made it to the bronze medal match in the Tokyo
2020 Olympic Games Badminton Mixed Doubles, but
unfortunately, left empty-handed. TANG recounted being
very happy to have achieved the goal of reaching the
quarterfinals at first, but was disappointed not to have won
a medal at the end. Because of this result, TSE, who has
taken part in three Olympic Games, dismissed her plans to
retire. 'l really want to stand on the Olympic podium', she
stated.

After the Tokyo 2020 Olympics, the pair played 7
international tournaments, winning the first runner-up place
in the Indonesia Masters, second runner-up place in the
French Open, the year-end tournament of BWF World Tour
and the BWF World Championships, which elevated them to
7" in the world ranking. Their most memorable tournament

was their redeeming victory in Indonesia over their Olympic
rivals, Yuta WATANABE / Arisa HIGASHINO. 'lt was a
hard-fought battle, because understandably, we had the
emotional sting from the earlier defeat. Fortunately, we were
able to work past this and got our revenge.'

Feeling glad to have perseverance

TSE said that the good results she enjoyed today came
after persistent practice and medical treatment, and wanted
to congratulate herself for not giving up. As for TANG,
he admitted to facing difficulties before the Olympics, but
fortunately he talked to TSE and the coach, and decided to
face them together.

Top pick for
Hong Kong Sports Stars Awards for Team Event

At the completion of public voting in the Cathay 2021
Hong Kong Sports Stars Awards, the pair found themselves
ranked first in the Team Event category, with a good chance
of winning in this category for the third consecutive year.
TSE thanked the public for their support, which would serve
as a strong motivation for them to work towards their goal
for this year — winning a medal in the HangZhou 2022
Asian Games. As for their long-term goal, these should be
no doubt that they are able to stand on the podium at the
Paris 2024 Olympic Games in two years time. 'We hope to
become a model for the younger athletes to aim for, so that
they will have the same motivation to strive for good results
and even surpass us.'
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Mentor as a guiding star
in career transtformation

For athletes, every step of their sporting career
requires careful planning. Even after they retire, their career
orientation also requires the same. Former Hong Kong
track and field star athlete and 4x100m Hong Kong record
holder, LAl Chun-ho, is one example. Thanks to the "Stars
to Shine" Mentorship Programme under the Hong Kong
Athletes Career and Education Programme (HKACEP) of the
Sports Federation and Olympic Committee of Hong Kong,
China (SF&OC), he received the mentorship of former Hong
Kong baseball team captain, LEE Yat-keung, helping him to
achieve his next goal in life.

Chun-ho, as an Olympic athlete twice, set the record for
the fastest 4x100m relay sprint in Hong Kong, but his thigh
injury made him miss the Rio 2016 Olympic Games. This
mentally prepared him to see the Jakarta 2018 Asian Games
as his last tournament.

Starting at the entry level

Through the "Stars to Shine" Mentorship Programme,
Chun-ho was matched with Adam, an accomplished
businessman. Chun-ho had confidence in this matching as
he knew Adam was a knowledgeable person. At Adam's
suggestion, Chun-ho started at an entry-level position. Post-
retirement from his sporting career, he first worked as a

Securities Broker, then transferred to retail banking to gain
experience before making a jump to the private bank, where
he now works. At the same time, with the assistance of
HKACEP, he pursued his further education and completed
a Master of Science in Entrepreneurial Management
Programme at the Hang Seng University of Hong Kong.

Adam, a former General Manager of a listed company,
pointed out that athletes have to shoulder a heavy load when
making a career transformation, and the outside world is
often doubtful that athletes can make this difficult transition.
However, he said that athletes have the quality to compete
and refuse to lose, which was their key to success.

At present, Chun-ho's career is taking shape, and he is
heading for success as he is now in the process of obtaining
a professional license in Finance. Adam was convinced that
even though Chun-ho had left the tracks behind, he could still
use his experience in career transformation to give guidance
to other next retired athletes, to undertake the mission to
inspire others through his own successes in life, and to give
something back to the world of sports which enabled his own
career achievements.
