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When Passion Meets Aspiration:
Men's Handhall Team Sets Sights on Asian Games

The Hong Kong Men's Handball Team has made a name for
themselves by finishing fourth at the latest National Games as an entirely
amateur squad — their best-ever result at National Games. It was
fondly dubbed "the most passionate Hong Kong team" by the media.
Following the National Games, the team entered a transitional phase,
with seasoned members playing alongside new ones. Drawing on their
experience from the Asian Men's Handball Championship, the team is
now focused on preparing for the upcoming Asian Games, which will
take place in September in Aichi-Nagoya, Japan. Key players LIN Yun
To and LEE Siu Chung are determined to help the team make history

once more.

LIN : Moved by the Home Crowd's Full Support

Both LIN Yun To and LEE Siu Chung agreed that their journey
to the National Games was truly unforgettable. "Nearly 90% of our
team members quit their jobs to prepare for the competition. That was
incredibly moving," LIN recalled. "We went from working full-time to part-
time, and then resigning to concentrate entirely on the National Games.
We trained hard every day just hoping to perform well at the National
Games. It was an experience we will never forget." He also thanked
Hong Kong fans for their support, "My heart was filled with emotion when
| saw five to six thousand seats were taken. The cheers from our fans
were so heartwarming. | felt that the whole city was united in striving for
this fourth-place finish."

The team spent nearly three years preparing for the competition.
Looking back on the whole journey, LEE stated, "We were fortunate
that our efforts were recognised. In truth, all Hong Kong athletes are
passionate. | hope athletes in other sports can shine on their own stage
as well."
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LEE : Delighted by Team's Growth

The Men's Handball Team finished tenth at this year's Asian
Championship. LEE, the Most Valuable Player (MVP) for his 13 goals
scored against India, was pleased to see the team's progress. "The
result exceeded our expectations, especially since only half of our
team members had competed at the National Games. We are now in a
transitional phase, and playing at the Asian Championship with both new
and veteran members has helped us prepare for the Asian Games."

LEE also observed a shift in the sport, "This year, there were fewer
tall and well-built players at the Asian Championship, which means that
there is now a greater emphasis on speed and agility. Our opponents
became more similar to us in build and stature. This gives us the chance
to turn what was once a disadvantage into a competitive edge, by
leveraging our footwork and speed."

LIN, who will make his Asian Games debut this year, is excited to
taking on Asia's best teams. LEE, who will likely take part in his second
Asian Games, hopes that the team can surpass its ninth-place finish at
previous Asian Games and break into the top eight.

Pursuit of Improved Training Facilities

After the National Games, concerns over handball venues came
into focus. The Handball Association of Hong Kong, China has proposed
adding handball court markings to the covered hard-surface court
at Kai Tak Sports Park. In addition, approval was given for increased
training slots, starting from January 2026, at the indoor handball courts
in Shek Kip Mei Park Sports Centre and Siu Lun Sports Centre, which the
Association often uses. LEE welcomed these improvements, "Handball is
a highly combative sport. The wooden flooring in indoor venues provides
cushioning and helps reduce the risk of injury."

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Team HKG Makes History and
Inspires Youth Participation in Winter Sports

The Milano Cortina 2026 Olympic Winter Games (OWG) concluded
on 22 February, marking a milestone for the Hong Kong, China
Delegation, which not only sent a record four athletes but also achieved

its best-ever result at OWG.

Making her Olympic debut, LAM Ching Yan became the first Hong
Kong athlete to reach a OWG final, competing in the short track speed
skating women's 1500m event. Her seventh-place finish set a new record
for the city at OWG.

Reflecting on her achievement, LAM said, "Competing alongside
many world-class athletes felt surreal, almost like a dream." In both
quarterfinals and semifinals, some of the competitors in her group
encountered unexpected incidents or made mistakes. She continued,
"While luck played a big part in my result, it was my essential ability that

allowed me to seize the opportunity."

LAM expressed gratitude to the HKSAR Government, the Sports
Federation & Olympic Committee of Hong Kong, China (SF&OC) , the
Hong Kong China Skating Union and the Hong Kong Sports Institute, as
well as to her coaches and family for their encouragement. She hoped
that Hong Kong will one day have a standard ice rink, so that athletes will
not have to train abroad, saving both time and resources.

Easing Nerves Through Support

KWOK Tsz Fung, who served as one of Hong Kong's flag bearers
at the Opening Ceremony, competed in the short track speed skating
men's 1000m and 1500m events, finishing 29th and 31st respectively
out of more than 30 athletes. He said after the races, "Racing on such a
big stage had me on edge, but hearing the cheers for Hong Kong, China
helped me ease my nerves and focus. | feel lucky to have competed with

so many top athletes and learned from them."

Redemption in Giant Slalom

Adrian YUNG, making his second OWG appearance, competed
again in the alpine skiing men's giant slalom and slalom events. He
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successfully completed both runs in the giant slalom, finishing 68th
among 81 athletes, redeeming the disappointment of not finishing in his
debut Games at Beijing in 2022.

In the men's slalom, only 39 out of 96 athletes finished both runs.
Adrian failed to complete his first run, describing it as the toughest race of
his career, "Even the gold medalist of the giant slalom did not finish in this
event, which shows just how difficult the race was." Adrian hopes that his
efforts will boost public interest in winter sports and draw more support for
winter sports athletes.

Grateful to Represent Hong Kong, China

First-time Olympian Eloise KING, the team's other flag bearer,
competed in the alpine skiing women's slalom event. Only 64 out of 95
athletes completed the first run, including Eloise; unfortunately, she was
unable to finish the second. She shared on social media after the races
her gratitude for being able to represent Hong Kong, China, especially
after overcoming injuries and setbacks in her Olympic journey. While the
result was not what she had anticipated, she embraced the challenges
of ski racing and thanked her family and friends for their unwavering
support.

Bright Future for Hong Kong's Winter Sports

Mr. WONG Po Kee, Chef de Mission of the delegation and Honorary
Deputy Secretary General of SF&OC, praised all four athletes for their
determination and performance. He said, "Hong Kong, being located in a
subtropical region, faces inherent limitations in developing winter sports.
The encouraging results of our athletes at Milano Cortina 2026 testify to
the steady development of Hong Kong's ice and snow sports under the
guidance of national policy. The support of the HKSAR Government, as
well as the unwavering efforts of athletes and their coaching teams, have
also been instrumental." He hopes that the team's achievements will
inspire more young people to take part in winter sports.
